These natural hazards have significant impacts
on human activities and communities. Each year
about 56 people are killed by tornadoes. However,
the spring of 2011 was one of the deadliest and
costliest tornado seasons on record. Between April
and June 2011, tornadoes killed more than 580
people and caused over $21 billion dollars in
damages. The high death toll was partly a result of
the tornadoes traveling rapidly through heavily
populated areas, a lack of adequate storm shelters,
and people who did not quickly seek shelter.

Sometimes asking for help can be a hard thing
to do, but it is a skill we must all learn.

Problem-Solving Steps

CONTROL OR NO CONTROL
In life, there are things you can control and
things you cannot control. You can control
yourself, your thoughts, your feelings, and your
actions.

Some things you do not have control over right
now are having to stay home, what you get to
eat for dinner, and/or who you get to play with.

Draw pictures or make a list of things you can
control on one piece of paper and on another
piece of paper draw pictures or make a list of the
things you do not have control over.

Discuss the things you can’t control with
someone and see if they can help you solve any
problems you have on that paper. Then put the
paper of things you can control on top of the
other paper and put it somewhere you will see it.
Focusing on what you can control will help you
have a positive attitude and remind you of all of
the wonderful things in your life.

When you are trying to solve a problem it is
important for you to communicate in an assertive
way. Look at the person you are talking to,
sit/stand up straight, use a respectful, clear, and
calm voice. Use the scenarios below to practice
using assertive communication.

Example: Your family member took your
favorite book without asking and a page got
ripped.

Assertive Response: | am upset that you
ripped a page in my favorite book. Next time,
please ask if you can borrow my book before
taking it and please take care of it while you are
reading it.

Introducing the Phenomenon & Raising the Question
There are two options for observing this phenomenon:

1. Pour soda, or another liquid like lemonade, into a glass and
allow ice to melt in it. Pour the same liquid, without ice, into
another glass. Have your child taste the contents of each
glass and ask leading them questions such as:

e What do you notice about the taste difference between
the two?

e What do you notice about the appearance of the
liquids?

e What do you think is different about the two liquids?
How do you know?

2. Students - observe a glass of ice water (or a clear cup)
(roughly 1/3 ice and 2/3 water).Observe it again
approximately 30 minutes later, then answer these
questions:

e How have the contents in the glass changed in the last
30 minutes?

e  Why do you think those changes occurred?

e How do you know?

Tell us what you know...

Students, explain what you know (or think you know) about why
ice melts. Students should write about the “how” and the “why” of
water changing from a solid (ice) to a liquid (water).Explain your
thinking through answering these questions, or drawing a model
of what you think happens to ice.

Use these questions to guide your explanation of what happened
to the ice.

e  Where did the ice go?

e What does ice turn into?

e |sice the same thing as water?

e Where does the water on the outside of the glass come

from?

e Can you turn other liquids into ice besides water?
Students will write about their observations and questions or
wonderings.
